With a beautifully-written and -filmed comedy and a megaproduction that intertwines fictional images with 
authentic footage from the time, Moon So-ri and Jang Joon-hwan will greet the audience of the FEFF 20 
who will be gathering in Udine from the 20th to the 28th of April, along with the many other wonderful films 
selected for showing. Over 70 films from all over Asia to speak about the present – and above all the 
future - of Far East pop cinema.
